Dear Parishioner,                           

 

Sadly, there are Catholic schools throughout the country closing due to the financial 

impact of the COVID-19 pandemic.  You can help prevent this from happening in 

Arkansas through your gi3 to the Arkansas Catholic Schools Scholarship Appeal.  Our 

Catholic schools are facing a combina4on of financial challenges:  decreased subsidy 

from parishes, cancelled fundraising events, and a greater need for financial assis-

tance for families nega4vely affected by the pandemic.  

 

The Arkansas Catholic Schools Scholarship Appeal is held annually to give tui4on 

assistance to families with a demonstrated need. Catholic schools throughout the 

state submit applica4ons on behalf of these families. Last year funds from the ap-

peal provided tui4on support to 79 students a
ending Arkansas Catholic schools 

with awards ranging from $400 to $1,500 per student.   

 

Families who qualify are granted assistance through Parish subsidies, school fund-

raising, founda4ons, and individual donors.  However, even with this financial sup-

port, a need s4ll exists for more tui4on aid.  This year our calculated need is 

$526,505. Please help us by dona4ng to the Arkansas Catholic Schools Scholarship 

Appeal.  Every dollar received from dona4ons will be used to aid those in need of 

financial assistance.   

 

Catholic schools are an integral part of the teaching mission of the Church because 

they assist parents in the important obliga4on of educa4ng and forming their      

children through faith development.  They provide a rigorous educa4on, rooted in 

the Gospel, and rich in the cherished tradi4ons and liturgical prac4ces of our faith. 

Even in the midst of a pandemic, our schools are ensuring that students will have 

the founda4on to live a moral and upright life to face the challenges brought by 

changes in the world today.
