* Leave the CASA newspaper and envelopes in the pews throughout the
month of February.

* The week of May 8, Bishop Taylor will send a letter to donors who gave in
past years but have not yet given for 2022.

* Asyou are able, we ask that you remind your parishioners who have not
given, to please do so.
